
 
Home Swim Meet Information 

 
 

1. West York’s home pool is the Graham Aquatic Center (GAC) located at 543 N. Newberry Street, 
York, PA 17404 (on the corner of 
Newberry Street and Parkway 
Boulevard). 

 
2. Parking is in the rear of the GAC. This is 

accessible only by Parkway Boulevard. 
Busses can go to the front of the building 
on Newberry Street to drop off 
swimmers only). 

 
3. The visiting team and West York will be 

sharing locker rooms, so please bring a 
lock to ensure your belongings are kept safe.  Swimmers are permitted to keep their bags on 
deck. 

 
4. The visiting team will “camp” in the area behind blocks 5-8. 
 
5. We will utilize all lanes for warm-ups.  Before the meet the visiting team will warm up in lanes 5-

8.  At the break, the visiting team will warm up in its competition lanes (odd) 1, 3, 5, and 7. 
 
6. During the meet, according to PIAA rules, the home team will compete in EVEN lanes, and the 

visiting team will compete in ODD lanes. 
 
7. Please set up your meets in HyTek Team Manager or Meet Manager as an 8 lane pool, using 

the odd lanes (1, 3, 5, and 7 as your own.  In accordance with YAIAA League rules the meet will 
be scored as a six lane pool (lanes 1 and 8 will be exhibition lanes and WILL NOT count in the 
meet score).  Be certain to mark any exhibition swimmer in lane 1 as such when you input your 
lineup in HyTek Team Manager or Meet Manager. 

 
8. There is no diving at our facility; therefore, diving points will not be awarded. 

 
9. A 10 minute break between events 8 (boys 50 free) and 11 (girls 100 fly).  Warm-up/Warm-

down will be allowed in the competition pool during the break.  Teams will use their competition 
lanes during this period. 

 
10. There is a warm-up/warm-down pool which WILL NOT be used at any time before, during, or 

after the meet. 
 
11.  Meets will begin as close to 6:00PM as possible. Warm ups for the visiting team can begin 

between 4:45PM and 5:00PM. The pool will be cleared by 5:50PM. 
 

12.  Please bring a flash drive for a backup of our meet. You will also be provided with a paper copy 
of the meet results (signed by the Meet Referee).
